7 Wipe off the cosmetic on the head and the body of the device with a tissue.

How to use with AC (P.22)

Avoid using in a place where water is splashed such as a bathroom
AWARNING or in a place with high moisture. (Cause of electric shocks and short circuits)

1 Connect the power adaptor to the main body and outlet.
e Follow "How to use" (on Pages 14 to 22) for use.
While the device is being used, the battery indicator lamp will be off.
2 Make sure to pull out the power adaptor from the outlet and the body.

About skin sensing function (P.22)

® This device is a product which operates through the human body.
Applying the skin to the side plate and the head will make an electrical circuit start to operate.
Unless you touch the side plate and apply the head to the skin, it will not start to operate.

About memory function (P.22)

e This device is equipped with a memory function to store memory of the electrical potential
"strength" levels of “High,” “Medium,” or “Low”.
In each usage mode (Step 1 to 3), the device stores memory of the "strength" level just before
the automatic shutoff or the power switch is turned "off."
If the level switch button is pressed while the device is being used, the electric potential
"strength" can be switched.

Care for main body (P.24)

e Wipe off the cosmetic on the head and the body with a tissue.
When dirt is difficult to remove, wipe it off with a cloth after saturating it with water and wring it
thoroughly.

Do not clean the main body with water. Or do not dip in water,
AWARNING and do not pour water. (Cause of failure)

Make sure to turn OFF the switch. (Improperly turning on the switch may
ACAUTION give a tingling sensation or result in malfunction or short-circuit.)

Cautions
Do not use alcohol, benzene or thinner. (Cause of deformation or discoloration)

How to preserve (P.24)
® Store the device on the included stand in a place free from excessive humidity or dirt.
e The stand can store the rings in it as well as put the body on it.

Do not leave in a water splashing area or an area with significant
&WARNING humidity, such as a bath. (Cause of short-circuits or failure)

Cautions
Do not leave in an area subject to direct sunlight (inside of a vehicle in summer, etc.) or near heaters.
(Cause of deformation or discoloration)
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
