{0 Outer blade — The outer blade can not be removed because of being integral with
the outer blade holder.

Direction for use (P.5~8)

How to recharge (P.5~6}

® Power: 100V-120V AC (50/60Hz)

o Standard recharging time : 1.5 hours.

® Thisshaver can be used for about 7 days on asingle charge. {3 minutes/day)

1. Turn the power switch off, press the push button to project the power plug, and

plug the shaver into the power outlet.

When the charging is finished, retract the power plug.

When you use the shaver for the first time after purchasing it or after three

month’s interval, charge the battery for about 3 hours. (Due fo the characteristics

of rechargeable batteries, the number of times which the shaver can be operated
will be reduced if the battery is only charged for 1.5 hours.

X When the charging has almost finished, the charging indication lamp flickers. This
flickering interval may become longer than usual, but this is not a malfunction. In
order to fully charge the battery, charge for 1.5 hours.

How to use the outer blade (P.7}

1. Turnthe power switch ON.

2. Glide the shaver upward with the “COMB FOR CURLED BEARD" mark side up.

How to shave well

(1) Stretch the skin with your fingers and lift up beard.

(2) Press the btade surface ata right angle to the skin.

(3) Glide the shaver upward slowly with the blade surface pressed lightly.

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<Note>

* If you use the shaver with the “COMB FOR CURLED BEARD” mark side down, the
inner blade may injure your skin when the shaver is pressed forcibly against it.

How to use the sideburns trimmer (P.8)

1. Turn the power switch ON to project the sideburns trimmer.

2. Press the sideburns trimmer lightly against your skin at a right angle and shave
slowly in the direction of the arrow.,

3. After use, turn the power switch OFF and store the sideburns trimmer by sliding
down the sideburns trimmer button.

Points to which special attention should be paid.(P.9)

* Please observe the following in order to prevent an accident, electric shock, or
malfunction.

* Never charge the battery with a rated voltage exceeding 120V.

* The outer blade is precision-finished and extremely thin. Never forcibly press it
against your skin.

% Never wash the shaver or the blade with water,

% Never attempt to plug into the power outlet with wet hands.

% Never charge or leave the shaver exposed to a place where the temperature

becomes high {eq. in a car during summer) or at a place where the humidity is high.

Maintenance(P.10~14)
¢ (lean the shaver once every 2~3 days.

® Once a week, spray shaver cleaner (available as optionai extra) on the outer blade.

Then, run the shaver without shaving, and wipe the outer blade surface clean.

* Wipe the shaver clean with a cloth moistened with neutral detergent. (Do not use
alcohol, benzene or thinner, etc)

<Note>

Don‘t touch the inner blade with your bare fingers. Otherwise, your finger may be

injured.

1. Turn off the power switch, and remove the outer blade while pressing down the
Outer blade removal button.

2. Clean the outer blade, inner blade and sideburns trimmer.

How to replace the outer blade. (P.13)

1. Turn the power switch OFF, and remove the outer blade while pressing down the
QOuter blade removal button.

2. Attach a new outer blade.

How to replace the inner blade. (P.13~14)

<Note>

Do not remove the inner blade other than when replacing it.

1. Pressdown the inner blade removal knob and pull out the inner blade with the

Recycling Ni-Cd batteries (P.15~16)

* Never disassemble your rotary shaver except when disposing of it.

M This rotary shaver uses a Ni-Cd battery, which is vety valuable for its recyclability.
When disposing of your rotary shaver, remove the Ni-Cd battery for recycling.

How to remove the Ni-Cd battery (P.15~16)

1. Turn on the power switch and discharge the Ni-Cd battery until the rotary shaver
stops operating.

2. Remove the cap, outer blade and inner blade.

3. Remove the four screws on the rear of the shaver body with a screwdriver.

4. Lift the rear side shaver body upward to remove it.

5. Remove|the Ni-Cd battery and cut the lead wire at the jointed position to the
terminal.

* Pay attention not to short-circuit the removed Ni-Cd battery by contacting the
positive and negative terminals.
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
