Charging The Batteries (P.7~8)

o Please charge the batteries before using them.

® Always charge the batteries using 100 to 120 V alternating current.

® Charging the batteries takes approximately 1 hour.

e Used once a day for three minutes at a time, a single charging should provide approximately 7 days of
shaving.

How To Operate The Shaver (P.9~10)

Shaving (P.9)
0 Chgck for wear and damage to the blades before using.

2.Glide the shaver upward with the "COMB FOR CURLED BEARD" mark side up.

For the best possible shave:
(1) Stretch your skin with your fingers to loosen your beard.
(2) Keep the shaver head perpendicular to your face.
(3) Shave lightly against the lie of your beard.
® If you use the shaver with the *COMB FOR CURLED BEARD" mark side down, the inner blade may injure
your skin when the shaver is pressed forcibly against it.

Trimming (P.10) )

1.Turn the switch ON, and open the trimmer blade.

2.Keeping the trimmer blade perpendicular to your skin, shave lightly in the direction of
the arrow.

3.After shaving, turn the switch OFF, and close the trimmer blade.

Cleaning And Maintenance (P.11~13)
