Charging the batteries (P.7~9)

® Use only a 100-120V or 220-240V AC power source.

e Battery charging takes approximately one hour.

® A single charging should provide approximately seven days of shaving (if used once a day for approximately three minutes).
(The service number may decrease depending on the heaviness of beard and the use conditions.)

Check the plug using the "Guide for use of the shaver overseas--list of the voltages and plugs per country,” a separate
volume, before going overseas.

1. Pull out the outlet plug.
2. Connect the power adapter to the unit body and outlet.
3. After charging is completed, remove the power adapter from the outlet and unit body.

How to operate the shaver (P.10~12)

(Failure to do so may result in injury to your skin.)

Shaving (P.10~12)

1. Remove the rotary washer.

(@D Lift the rotary washer and move it along in an arc in the direction of the arrow.

(@) Press the rotary washer against the unit, and close it.

2. Turn the switch ON while pushing the lock button.

3. Shave against the lie of your beard in the direction of the arrow with the trimmer blade side facing up.
For the best possible shave: (1) Stretch your skin with your fingers to loosen your beard.

{(2) Keep the shaver head perpendicular to your face.
(3) Shave lightly against the lie of your beard.

® When it is difficult to shave under your nose:
Remove the rotary washer from the unit before using.
 Pulf the rotary washer lightly in the direction of the arrow as shown in the figure, and remove it.
® Reversing the removal procedure, attach this washer after using.

1. Use commercially available shaving foam.

Trimming (P.12)

3. After shaving, turn the switch OFF-CHARGE, and close the trimmer blade.

Cleaning and maintenance (P.13~17)

Washing in water (P.14~16)
@ The unit body is watertight so that it can be washed in water.
1. Turn the switch OFF-CHARGE, and remove the outer blade.
2. Attach the rotary washer to the inner blade. Press the rotary washer
(@ Move the rotary washer to above the inner blade. down until you hear it click.
@ Press this washer down lightly, and fix it.
3. Wash the inner blade with the switch ON.
® Pour water or lukewarm water for approximately ten seconds.
CAUTION

Do not use hot water.
(Failure to do so may result in distortion or malfunction of the unit.)
4. Turn the switch OFF-CHARGE, remove the rotary washer, and wash the unit body and outer blade.
5. Wipe water drops off the unit body, remove the outer blade, and dry.
CAUTION
e Do not dry at a place exposed directly to sunlight or in a hot place.
(Failure to do so may result in malfunction due to deterioration of the waterproof rubber.)
® Do not shake the unit strongly.
(Failure to do so may result in removal of the rotary washer.)
6. Attach the outer blade.
7. After washing in water, apply the attached shaver oil to the outer blade and trimmer blade, run the shaver without shaving
for approximately ten seconds, and wipe the surface of the outer blade and trimmer blade with tissue or the like.




Cleaning with the brush (P.17)
1. Remove the outer blade.
2. Clean the outer blade, inner blade, trimmer blade, unit body and rotary washer.
o Slide the cleaning brush in the direction of the arrow while pressing it against the inner blade as shown in the figure. The blade will
rotate, and whiskers will come free. Repeat several times.
3. After cleaning, close the trimmer blade, and attach the outer blade.

Apply the attached shaver oil to the outer blade and trimmer blade at least once a week, run the shaver without shaving for
approximately ten seconds, and wipe the surface of the outer blade and trimmer blade with tissue or the like.

® Remove dirt from the unit using a cloth moistened with water or neutral detergent.

Do not use alcohol, benzine or thinner to clean the unit.
(Failure to do so may result in distortion or discoloration of the unit.)

Replacing the outer and inner blades (P.18~21)

Replacing the outer blade (P.18~19)

1. Remove the outer blade holder.

2. Remove the outer blade from protrusions of the outer blade holder.
The outer blade holder has one protrusion on the front and two protrusions on the back.

3. Attach a new outer blade to the outer blade holder.
® Attach one depression of the outer blade to one protrusion (on the front) of the outer blade holder and two depressions to
two protrusions {on the back).

Removing the nickel-cadmium batteries(P.22~23)

3. After removing the screw covers from the bottom case with a fine-point slotted screwdriver, unscrew two screws with a Phillips
screwdriver.

4. Remove the front panel with a slotted driver.
5. Remove the power unit.
6. Remove the nickel-cadmium batteries, and cut the leads near the terminals.

A\ CAUTION

Be careful that the positive and negative terminals of the removed batteries do not come in contact.
(Failure to do so may result in shorts or burns.)
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
