Replacing The Inner Blade (P.15)

1.Remove the inner blade.

2.Attach the new inner blade.

® Align the (') marks on the inner blade and unit body.

Recycling the nickel-cadmium battery (P.17~18)

® Do not disassemble the product except when discarding.

3.Remove the two screws from the body case (bottom side) with a cross head screwdriver.

4.Pull off the body case (bottom side).
5.Remove the nickel-cadmium battery, cut the lead wire near the terminal.

Be careful so that the negative and positive terminals of the removed battery do not come in contact and short-circuit.
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
